Homelessness Prevention and 

Rapid Re-Housing Program 

Kansas Housing Resources Corporation 

has awarded $8.4 million in homelessness 

prevention grants through the American 

Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of 

2009 to 11 units of local government and 

nonprofit organizations statewide. These 

funds will serve at-risk families through 

the Department of Housing and Urban  

Development’s Homelessness Prevention 

and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP).  

*HPRP is not a mortgage assistance program.  

Individuals who are homeless or  

at-risk of becoming homeless are  

advised to contact their local HPRP  

service provider directly.

Who is eligible?  
Å Individuals or families 

Homelessness Prevention 

 

Participants must: 

Å Be homeless or about to become homeless.  

Å Earn an income of 50% or less of Area Median 

 Income.  

Å Have no housing options. 

Å Have no financial resources or support network  

to obtain or remain in housing. 

Rapid Re-Housing 

 

Participants must be homeless and meet  

one of the following criteria: 

Å Sleeping in an emergency shelter.  

Å Sleeping in a place not meant for human  

habitation.  

Å Staying in a hospital or institution for up to  

180 days, but literally homeless prior to entry. 

Å Timing out of transitional housing. 

Å Victim of domestic violence. What type of assistance?

The purpose of HPRP is 

to provide homelessness 

prevention assistance to 

households who would  

otherwise become home-

less.  HPRP also  

provides assistance to 

rapidly re-house persons 

who are experiencing 

homelessness.  

This program is intended to serve individuals 

and families who would be homeless but for this 

assistance.  

The focus of HPRP is housing stabilization,  

temporary financial assistance and/or services 

to help persons gain housing stability, and  

temporary assistance as a bridge to  

long-term stability 

HPRP is not:  

¶ a mortgage assistance program.  

¶ intended to serve persons who need  

long -term and/or intensive supports.  

¶ the Emergency Shelter Grant Program.
